Final Rule published on August 14, 2019
*Supersedes the 2015 Final Rule

Compliance date is January 1, 2021

* Affects some subcontracting or
“farming out”



LEASE AND INTERCHANGE FINAL RULE

If your company —

* is subject to FMCSA's safety
regulations, and

* hires or does business with other
passenger carriers that do not have ©
an active operating authority
registration with FMCSA

Read this new rule!
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LEASE AND INTERCHANGE FINAL RULE s coemamsaton

Lease — a contract or agreement in which a passenger
carrier grants the use of a passenger-carrying vehicle to
another carrier, with or without a driver, for a specified
period for the transportation of passengers, with or without
compensation for such use.

* When one or more of the passenger carriers is not
authorized to operate in interstate commerce

* Includes an interchange or other agreement



ELD IMPORTANT DATE

49 CFR section 395.8(a)(1)(ii):

A motor carrier that installs and requires
a driver to use an automatic onboard
recording device (AOBRD) in
accordance with section 395.15 before
December 18, 2017 may continue to use
the compliant automatic on-board
recording device ...
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... ho later than December 16, 2019.

Transition from AOBRD to ELD

* Make sure your version is listed on the ELD Self-
Certified Listing

If not on the registration list, data transfers will not
be accepted by the file validator.

Make that call. (Ensure you have the latest software
updates.)

* The time to change to ELDs was before December
16, 2019. Do it now if you have not already done so.

« KNOW HOW TO OPERATE YOUR SYSTEM!

Most common problem during investigations — asking the ELD provider for
Impromptu instructions on accessing and transferring data

Record Retention/Reporting Capabilities

 Transfer ELD records for specific drivers and vehicles

* Unidentified driver data with annotations

- ELD malfunction management and related data and records
* Original HOS data for edited data

If you do not know how to operate your system, it is apparent that you have
not been using it to monitor the activities of your drivers
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* Ensure drivers are properly trained on system use and know the
location of key inspection items.

* |n-Vehicle Information:

o User’s manual for the driver describing how to operate the
ELD;

o Instruction sheet describing the data transfer mechanisms
supported by the ELD;

o Step-by-step instructions for the driver to produce and transfer
the driver’s hours-of-service records to an authorized safety
official;

o Instruction sheet for the driver describing ELD malfunction

reporting requirements and recordkeeping procedures during
ELD malfunctions; and

o Enough blank records of duty status graph-grids to record the
driver’s duty status for a minimum of 8 days.

 Retrain or review the data transfer process with drivers.

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BASIC PASSENGER HOS RULES
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PASSENGER-CARRYING DRIVERS

10-Hour Driving Limit
May drive a maximum of 10 hours after 8 consecutive hours off duty.

15-Hour On-Duty Limit
May not drive after having been on duty for 15 hours, following 8 consecutive
hours off duty. Off-duty time is not included in the 15-hour period.

60/70-Hour On-Duty Limit
May not drive after 60/70 hours on duty in 78 consecutive days.

Sleeper Berth Provision

Drivers using a sleeper berth must take at least 8 hours in the sleeper berth, and
may split the sleeper berth time into two periods provided neither is less than 2
hours.

* There are only 4 types of duty status:
Off duty
Sleeper-berth
Driving
 Special Driving Conditions
Personal Conveyance
Yard Moves
On-duty, not driving

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PASSENGER CARRIER HOURS OF SERVICE

 Off Duty is the opposite of “On Duty” as defined in 395.2.

 Sleeper-Berth time (SB) is a form of off-duty.

Must be in SB that meets regulatory specifications.

Allows resting if a co-driver, or splitting 8 hours off-duty into two periods.

Indication of co-driver on ELD

« Technical specifications are not specific
Included in transfer when active co- driver is on the vehicle (roadside)
Included in the CMV User List when transfer is compiled at a later date
ANNOTATE second driver’s login/log out in first drivers ELD record

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PASSENGER CARRIER HOURS OF SERVICE

 “Driving” refers to operating a commercial motor vehicle on a public roadway, or private
property open to the public.

* Driving a non-CMV while on duty would be “on duty, not driving.”

« ELDs must have configuration to support Special Driving conditions.

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TRAVEL TIME

« 395.1()) Travel time

* (2) When a passenger-carrying commercial
motor vehicle driver at the direction of the motor
carrier Is traveling, but not driving or assuming any
other responsibility to the carrier, such time must
be counted as on-duty time unless the driver is
afforded at least 8 consecutive hours off duty
when arriving at destination, in which case he/she
must be considered off duty for the entire period.

* Traveling, but not driving... — Driving Is not limited
to operating a CMV

Q
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PERSONAL CONVEYANCE

* What is personal conveyance?

The movement of a commercial motor vehicle (CMV) for personal use while
off-duty.

A driver may record time operating a CMV for personal conveyance as off-
duty only when the driver is relieved from work and all responsibility for
performing work by the motor carrier.

 The CMV may be used for personal conveyance even if it
IS laden, if the load is not being transported for the
commercial benefit of the motor carrier at that time.

FMCSA published a proposal to extend the compliance
date for requiring State Driver Licensing Agencies
(SDLAS) query the Clearlnghouse before completing
certain commercial driver’s license transactions.

* Proposed to delayed until January 6, 2023.

* Proposal allows SDLASs to voluntarily request
Clearinghouse information.

Does not change the mandatory use of the
Clearinghouse for drivers, employers, consortia/third-
party administrators, medical review officers, and
substance abuse professionals.

ANNUAL RANDOM CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES TESTING
PERCENTAGE RATE FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2020

* Federal Register Notice Published on December 27, 2019

* Increased the minimum annual percentage rate for random controlled substances
testing from 25% to 50%

- Effective date: January 1, 2020
* Why?
Based on the 2018 FMCSA Drug and Alcohol Testing Survey

Must be increased if the data received under the reporting requirements for any calendar
year indicate the reported positive rate is equal to or greater than 1.0 percent

Applies to drivers of commercial motor vehicles requiring a commercial drivers license

ENTRY LEVEL DRIVER TRAINING WAIVER

* The Entry Level Driver Training requirements are
anticipated to take effect in February 2020, requiring all
new CDL applicants to complete formal training prior to
taking the CDL skills (road) test

« ELDT Rule will waive this requirement for qualified military
drivers

FINAL RULE - QUALIFICATION OF DRIVERS;
DIABETES STANDARD

* Final rule published on September 19,
2018

* Previously, insulin-treated diabetic
drivers were prohibited from interstate
driving unless they obtained an
exemption from FMCSA

« Shifts the authority to determine
whether an insulin-treated diabetic
driver is medically qualified for
Interstate commercial driving from
FMCSA to the treating clinician and
the certified medical examiner

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PROPOSED RULE - PASSENGER CARRIER

driver-vehicle inspection reports when the
driver has neither found nor been made aware
of any vehicle defects or deficiencies.
